Rochester,Columbia, Greene,Rockland and Putnam Counties; Massachusetts; Appalachia;
Gulf Coast (Mississippi, Louisiana, Alabama); rural areas of Georgia, South Carolina and
Florida; rural areasof Albuquerque New Mexico; Moore, OK; LasVegasNV; SanDiego and
Central Valley, CA; New Hampshire; Vermont; Newark NJ; Monmouth County NJ; Southern
Indiana; Canada; Ecuador; Nicaragua; India (including Tsunami victims) ; Haiti ; South
Africa; Grenada; Angola; Kashmir; Tanzania; Afghanistan; Colombia; Dominican Republic
